PARKS & REC

OLD BUSINESS

Courtney reported the building at the school has passed inspection.  Courtney hasn’t purchased the fire extinguishers yet but intends to soon.

Courtney reported that he signed the lease agreement and now Jan Gardner will sign it; then it will go to their legal department.

The metal storage building at the park is on delay until the weather changes.

Courtney reported that Pepsi has not returned his calls to return their cooler. He is waiting to hear back from Cathy to see if we can donate it to the fire department.

Courtney will contact the head custodian at the school to give them the little storage building there.  We will have the fences fixed after the building is moved.

Connie will bring samples of the letterheads to the next meeting.

Connie reported that the newsletters were sent out with new bulk stamp number.  Also, “address service requested” must be put on the newsletter, which means it is a forwardable piece.

Connie reported that the girl scouts will again be putting on the Easter Egg Hunt at the park.  It will be on March 20 at 10:30 a.m. They will invite the other troop (a younger one) from Libertytown. Amy offered the Parks & Rec bunny suit for us to borrow, as long as we have it dry cleaned and returned before their own Easter Egg Hunt. 

Connie updated the scholarship forms and sent it to Walkersville, Urbana and Linganore High Schools.

Jim reported that the t-shirts and sweatshirts sold very well during the sign ups and Cathy is taking more orders.

Roger reported that he saw the Frederick News Post had the sign up information in their newspaper on January 24, but did not see it on January 31.

NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported that he received a call for an ad to be put in the next newsletter.

We have one sponsorship for the U-9 team.

Jim plans to have an open U-15 softball game day at the park where individual teams come in and play; they bring their own balls and pay the umps. Jim will advertise this through the league and will open the concession stand.  A date has not been decided yet.

The small field at the park needs a mound and some clean up near second base. Jim will call the county and request some clapsaddle sand, etc. 

Jim thanked everyone who helped during sign-ups.

Roger looked into information for on-line registrations with PayPal. Everything can be included – registrations, baseball pants, sweatshirts, etc would be “added to cart,” then billed directly to your credit card.  A registration page would be set up on the LRC website with all 3 registration forms; lists every sport; every age; all prices.  PayPal will collate people, sports, seasons. Medical forms also would be put on the website.  PayPal is a secure website for processing all transactions. For 0-$100,000/per month, it costs 2.2% + .30 fee.  Cost comparison to printing out the forms, us working 3 nights for 2 hrs. each. If someone does not want to use PayPal, a form can be printed out from the LRC website and sent in with payment to our P.O. Box. When registration process is concluded, PayPal will send LRC a check or wire money directly into our account. Courtney asked Roger if he can contact other organizations who use this system and invite them to our next meeting to talk with us about it.
