The defibrillators have been received and paid for.  Coaches have been trained.  They are in both concession stands.  Courtney will build shelves for them to be placed on.  Courtney wrote a letter to the fire department thanking them for allowing the defibrillators to be purchased through their organization.  Courtney would like signs made up that they are AEDs.  Mike made a motion to make up signs for the AEDs to be posted at the concession stands at the school and the park that they are not toys; with the letters AED spelling out words Automatic External Defibrillators. Jim second; motion passed.

Discussion began regarding kids practicing swinging their bats outside of the dugout area in a pedestrian area and the dangers involved.  Courtney would like a sign posted prohibiting this.  Jim also wants to include in the sign prohibiting kids swinging from the bars in the dugout.
