PARKS & REC

Jim reported that the weather has been bad and the fields never dried out.  They lost the last 4 weeks.

BASKETBALL

· Jim reported that there is a coaches information meeting on November 10 at the YMCA.
· The first game is December 5.  Games will be played for 3 weekends in December, then breaking for holidays with games starting again January 9. The season ends around February 20 with playoffs following.

OLD BUSINESS

Regarding the soccer goals, Joe checked the basketball courts and they were the old goals.

Courtney notified Paul Dial regarding LRC paying $100/month for April, May and June only and he will incorporate that into the lease.  Courtney has a meeting with Paul and Earl Eyler on November 17 to discuss purchasing a cooler for the concession stand. Courtney may have a lease agreement to sign at the next meeting; it will then be submitted to the County Commissioners.

Courtney called the state’s attorneys office regarding the boys who damaged the shed at the school.  They reported that John Berger is in violation of his probation because he has not made restitution. Nick Edward also has not made restitution. Courtney will keep in touch with them.

Courtney reported that the footings have been poured for the building at the school and the concrete may get poured this weekend.

Connie reported she is done putting addresses in her computer for future newsletters. She gave a hard copy to Jim.

Regarding advertising in the newsletters, Connie reported that other organizations charge upwards of $450 per year to run ads in their bulletins. LHS charged $50 to advertise a business card in their spring musical program. Christy reported that LUYAA advertises in the Liberty Elementary newsletter. She reported the BOE said they can’t send anything home with FCPS students from outside organizations, but Amy reported that Parks and Rec can send home fliers; therefore LRC can send home fliers also because they are part of the county agency. Amy will contact Christy with name of someone from county for their principal to contact.

NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported that sign-ups for spring ball will be Tuesday, January 26, Thursday, January 28 and Tuesday, February 2.  Thursday, February 4 will be s snow date only if Tuesday, February 2 is a snow day. It will be held in Liberty Elementary cafeteria from 6-8 pm.

Connie will be sending out a newsletter the first week of January.

Courtney received a bid to wrap the old storage shed at the park in metal.  The county poured concrete slabs for the building to sit on.  Courtney would like to have the shed moved onto the slab; cut the old floor out and have it as the new floor of the shed, nail shut the double doors in the back and get a new 42” wide door in front, and put new shingles on the roof.  The price for this is $3,680. If we don’t put new shingles the price is $3,230. Discussion followed: it would be cheaper than buying a new shed; we can get rid of the mobile mini that we are paying for; there is a 20-year warranty on the metal. Roger made a motion that we hire Jim Summers to wrap the building, cut old floor out, put in new entry door and new roof for $3,680. Christy second; motion passed.

Connie reported that she called everyone on the list to be nominated for officers for next year.  She reported that no one called her back.  She did get hold of Roger Hall and he agreed to be nominated for Vice President. Courtney asked Connie to call everyone again and try to get an answer from them.

Courtney gave Jim the shelter request form.

Courtney reported that he attended the Association of Rec Councils meeting on November 23 and voted on a revision of the Boundary Policy & Procedures.

Next meeting is December 10 with a snow date of December 17.
