SOCCER

FALL SOFTBALL

Jim reported that both teams are playing and the County came in and worked on the fields.

BASKETBALL

Jim reported that 108 kids signed up: 75 boys/23 girls for basketball and 10 cheerleaders.  Now we will be looking for coaches.  There is a coaches meeting on 10/20.  At the last MVBA meeting, it was decided that they cannot force anyone to attend the referee clinics.  If an organization feels that their refs are competent, than they can use their referees.  Jim has a company that will provide the reversible jerseys.

OLD BUSINESS
Courtney called FCPS regarding the building at the school and they said they will send a letter to Jim Summers.  The construction of building may be delayed until spring if it gets too cold too quickly.

Jim reported that the rec center rental fee is $15.

Courtney has not called the county yet regarding the electric bills for the concession at the park.  He feels that the agreed upon amount of $50/month was too low.  Discussion followed:  Courtney and Jim offered their usage fees at their homes; we discussed how to offset a higher fee with new prices in the concession stand for candy, hotdogs, pretzels, sodas, etc; raising registration prices.  Connie made a motion to offer $100/month for electric for April, May, June only for a total of $300.  Jim second, motion passed.

Connie is coming along with inputting LRC addresses in her computer.  She will send out another newsletter in December.

NEW BUSINESS

Courtney asked how we can get more sponsors in LRC.  Discussion followed. Brenda reported that she called Roche Automotive, Dynamic Automotive, Reynold’s  Insurance Company in town, but none of them were able to help out this time.  Ideas for full sponsorship include a large plaque with a picture of the team, name of business on the back of the uniform shirt, publicity in the newsletter, in the minutes and on the LRC website.  A partial sponsorship would include a smaller plaque with no picture of the team, publicity in the newsletter, in the minutes and on the LRC website.  Discussion followed on the amounts of a full sponsorship and partial sponsorship.  Jim made a motion to increase the sponsorship from $250 to $300 for all sports.  Connie second, motion passed.  Brenda made a motion that for a full sponsorship of $300 a business will get a large plaque with a picture of the team, name of the business on the back of the uniform shirt, publicity in the newsletter, minutes and on the LRC website.  For a sponsorship of $101-$299, the business will receive a small plaque with no picture, publicity in the newsletter, minutes and on the LRC website.  For a sponsorship of $1-$100, the business will receive publicity in the newsletter, minutes and on the LRC website.  Connie second and motion passed.

Courtney received the “2009/2010 Rec Council Official Sanctioned Programs/ Activities Form” and gave it to Jim.  It is due back by 11/2/09.

Connie will duplicate the newsletters at Staples again.  She has an idea about asking small businesses to buy a block in the newsletters advertising their companies.  They can buy a ½ page, ¼ page or a business card size.  Decided to table it for a month and Connie will come to the next meeting with a template.
