PARKS & REC

BASKETBALL

Jim reported that the season is over.  Dan Tregoning’s U-10 team won 1st place.  Jim also reported that there have been some meetings to discuss ideas for next year—having more referee training, changing the rules for 10 years old and under.  A refund was given from MVYBA.  Courtney thanked Jim and Jake for a good season.  Jim said that Jake did an outstanding job as commissioner.
CHEERLEADING

Tracy Specht asked why the cheerleaders did not perform for any of the playoff games.  Jim acknowledged that he did not ask Laura in time for the U-10 championship game and the other games were 14, 16, and 19 year olds, which the cheerleaders can’t perform for those age groups.  Jim apologized to Tracey for not getting to Laura in time.  Tracey also said that Laura had solicited the team to fundraise for cheerleading.  Laura asked the team to sell tickets to people for a visit to a chiropractor in Frederick.  Laura has also planned for 2 fundraisers during the summer.  Laura also wanted parents to commit to next year, which no one is ready to do.  Jim will talk with Laura, as these fundraisers are not approved by LRC.  Courtney wants it stated that LRC is not asking any coach, nor do we want any coach, to fundraise for LRC.  Members of LRC pay a fundraising fee when they register for a sport.   If LRC chooses to participate in a fundraiser, it will be for all teams.  If there are any questions, please contact Courtney Nash or Jim Stockman.

SOFTBALL

Jim reported that there was a county meeting on March 16 to discuss rules and to hand out schedules.    There was a coaches meeting held on a different night for 8, 10, 12, and U-15 year olds that was also attended by a county representative for umpires.  Any coaches that had any questions could talk with the umpire.  Our LRC coaches went to this meeting.  The season starts on Monday, April 13.  Jim reported that the LRC schedule for all games at the park will be taped to the refrigerator in the concession stand.  A question came up regarding opening the concession stand and that some coaches are unaware that they must open it.  Jim stated that all coaches should know that the concession stand must be opened for all games and parents from each game being played must maintain the stand.  That is where much of our revenue is generated from.  Jim will discuss this with the coaches again.

BASEBALL

Roger reported that the next N.E. meeting will be on April 7 and that it will be an all coaches meeting where rules and schedules are handed out.  The season starts on April 15.  The first week of June will be the tournament games.  Roger asked if he can put some topsoil on the field at the school on the work day.  Courtney gave approval to patch up some ruts in the grass/field but that was it.  Any more work needed permission from the school.  Roger also reported that he and Mike Fink fixed the doors on the shed and that they are lockable.  He couldn’t do anything about the window, which will end up just having plywood put on it.  Courtney thanked both Roger and Mike for fixing the doors.  Christy asked if there was any property coverage on the shed, which there isn’t.  She will research and find some quotes to see how much it would cost to cover the shed.  
OLD BUSINESS
Jim mailed in the county grant.

Christy called the newspaper and they will come to the Easter egg hunt and take some pictures.

Courtney reported that there will be a trial date for Nick Edwards, on April 28, and for John Berger on May 7.  They are the 2 boys who broke into the shed at the school.  We are seeking restitution of $380.27 for the tractor and $600 for the building.  FCPS will file with the states attorney’s office for the field.

Connie reported that the Easter egg hunt is this coming weekend.  They will arrive at the park at 9 am to begin hiding eggs.  There will be a soccer game at 12 pm but they will wait to start it if the hunt is still in progress on the big field.

Jim will file online for the taxes.

Courtney reported that he has received 3 bids for the 12x18 building at the school.  All three bid for exactly the same product:  a concrete floor, block foundation, red metal siding, 8-foot walls, 3-foot doors, no insulation, 6:12 pitch roof.  Tim Wantz bid $23,558.  Summers Building and Remodeling bid $13,500.  Holler Contracting bid $12,510.  Summers also offered to put cement/mortar on walls to prevent moisture and mildew, put gutters and downspouts on the building.  Discussion followed; Roger asked if Summers can put a seal or rubber plate on the bottom to prevent any mice.  Courtney will ask Summers.  Warranty is 20-25 years.  Jim and Roger would like to use a local person.  He built a shed on Rte. 75 just past Old Annapolis Rd.  Roger made a motion to use Summers Building and Remodeling to build the shed at the school.  Jim seconded; motion passed.  Courtney will notify Mr. Summers and building will, most likely, begin after the season is over.  
NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported that he has received one scholarship thus far.

Jim will hand out uniforms next week.

Gary Otto will collect concession stand money and deposit in the bank.

Christy asked when fall registration will be.  She would like to be able to notify the public when signups will be to get the information out there.  Jim will email her soon a date in June for signups at the park.

Christy asked if anyone has tested the waters for lacrosse in the fall.  She would like to have a “skills camp” for 2 to 3 Sundays in the fall to see if we can have a spring lacrosse team.  Discussion followed; Christy will ask Mrs. Reinick, principal of Liberty Elementary, if she can put out an information flyer to see if there is any interest for such a camp in the fall.  Jim said that approval is needed from the county .  Christy will let Jim know what she finds out.

Work day will be this Saturday, April 4.

Jim reported that someone took the key for the tractor at the park.  Jim has emailed all coaches to see if anyone may have it.

Christy would like to put together an email list of all LRC members for information to be sent out quickly.  Jim will give Christy the names.

Courtney reported that there was an Association of Rec Councils meeting.  He is the new president for 2 years.  There will be no appreciation picnic this year.  They are unsure if they will continue making the volunteer of the year plaques.  There were 2 representatives at the meeting handing out brochures for a Strider Softball Clinic.  There are currently 9 rec councils in the association.  They may accept a new one from Adamstown.  The Carroll Manor league is not a rec council, but they want to change their status to rec council.  Adamstown Elementary School is remodeling and they will not allow Carroll Manor league to be in the school.  Jeremy Cortright will draw up papers to discuss for the July 27 meeting.   Courtney also reported that the Association wants the waiver of liability to be on all registration forms.  The Association is also starting a “good sports” program, in which they ask each rec council to nominate a player and coach to get a “good sport” award.  The Association will then select a player and a coach, who do not have to be in the same organization, who will then be recognized by the state at a ceremony in Annapolis.   Courtney has a list of 40 things that make a “good sport” coach and 30 things that make a “good sport” player.  Courtney would like us to nominate someone to be submitted for the next Association meeting, which is on July 27.  
Courtney will not be at the next meeting.  Jim will preside.

Next meeting will be May 7, 2009.
