August 6, 2009

Meeting called to order by at 7:00 pm by Courtney Nash, President.

Secretary’s report read and approved.

Treasurer’s report read and approved.

PARKS & REC

Amy reported the following: the good sports nominations are due on August 7;  Point of Rocks rec council folded; IRS e-postcard reminders were sent out; BOE copy of insurance was given to Courtney; rental applications  were given to Jim.
OLD BUSINESS

Connie reported that the information she received from Lori Ferrell couldn’t get to work on her computer.  Lori offered to update registration from spring and summer and Jim asked if Connie had a hard copy to update, which she will do.

 Courtney reported that Peter Zier from FCPS gave approval to patch the field at the school.  Courtney talked with Roger and he will work on it.

Jim Summers is in the permitting process for the new building at the school.  The building can’t be placed where the old building is. The head custodian at the school asked if the school could have the building.  Discussion followed and Connie made a motion to give the old blue storage building to Liberty Elementary School. Brenda second and motion passed.
Courtney reported he called 6 moving companies to get prices to move the Pepsi and Gatorade coolers at the Park.  Two called back and the lowest bid was $200 from Snowden & Sons.  They moved the coolers to the mobile minis.  Discussion followed about what to do with them.  Courtney asked the county if they would buy 2 coolers comparable in size and they are considering it.  Pepsi machine may be returned to the company.
Courtney met with Paul Dial and Earl Eyler to discuss the lease agreement for the concession stand at the park.  Earl requested names of coaches, parents, anyone who may be working in the stand as well as schedules of everything.  Courtney responded to Earl that he can give the names of coaches.  Courtney expressed opposition to supplying any more information. At the first meeting there was discussion about LRC paying utilities (electric & sewer), which we are opposed to, since we don’t pay them now.  At this meeting, it was discussed that it may look favorable on LRC if we pay some electric, not sewer.  Paul estimated that for the month of July, it would cost $350-$400/month.  Point of Rocks pays ½ of $570/month and Middletown pays ½ of $430/month. Discussion followed:  is electric for concession  usage only or electric for the whole park; maybe showing some financial statements to show that LRC doesn’t have enough money to pay for that knowing that we are a non-profit organization.  Courtney will talk more with Paul and Earl.


NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported that sign-ups for winter sports will be on September 15, 17 and 22 at Liberty Elementary from 6-8 pm. Jim will call Christy to see if she can send out a flyer through the school with the information about sign-ups. Jim will get the paperwork for Deer Crossing gym usage sent in.

Soccer registration is as follows: U-6, six registered; U-8, 12 registered; U-10, 9 registered; U-12, 5 registered.  Jim will ask Joe to call the parents from U-12 to see if they can solicit for more kids for that team.

Courtney reported that he presided over the Association of Rec Council meetings in July as the new president.  Things discussed were the council boundary policy procedures.  With Carroll Manor school being closed for renovations, they are moving to become a rec council and want to use some of Ballenger’s playing areas. Association of rec councils discussed trying to limit out of jurisdiction rec councils to use other rec councils’ areas.  Also discussed was the first aid & CPR classes that will be held on August 12, September 23, and October 14.  Classes will be held at 6919 Baltimore National Pike, Suite A, from 6:30-9:30, cost $55/person.  If interested call 301-473-5760, and lastly the sports nominations are due on August 7.

It was decided that we will not open the concession stand this fall and will wait for spring sports to open it.
