BASKETBALL

Jim reported that the season started on 12/5 but some games were cancelled as a result of the snow emergency that went into effect.  He also reported that a 19 yr.-old was ejected from a game and must show up at the next game to sit it out.  Courtney reported that the card keys were not being returned; Jim will email the coaches.

OLD BUSINESS

Courtney reported that the building at the school is almost done.  The rain gutter needs to be put in and motion detector lights will be added.

Courtney contacted 5 different companies to receive estimates for new signs.  He is waiting on 2 more estimates and will bring them to next meeting.

Connie suggested that Amy give her the name of the person at Parks and Rec to send out fliers at Liberty Elementary School.  Courtney asked Connie to talk with the principal there.

Courtney asked if anyone had given more thought to advertising in the newsletter.  Discussion followed.  There are 3 newsletters per year that LRC mails out.  It was agreed that for a business card size advertisement it would cost $15 for one newsletter, $25 for 2 newsletters, or $30 to advertise in all 3 newsletters.

Courtney reported that the lease had been agreed upon.  Parks & Rec requested a schedule for the building for every month; Courtney asked for every season.   Parks & Rec requested to be provided with a menu; Courtney said that he would not provide a menu and they could call to inquire what we have. Courtney followed up with Earl and it was removed from the lease.  Jim reported he read the lease agreement and noticed the prices were not changed and noted that he will provide a monthly statement for the concession stand only.

NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported there is a change in the registration dates for sign-ups. New dates are Tuesday, January 26; Wednesday, January 27; Tuesday, February 2. February 3 will be a snow date only if schools are closed on February 2; at Liberty Elementary from 6-8 pm. If schools are closed on February 3, Jim will call the school to set up another date.

Courtney reported the new box number at the post office is 341.

Courtney will build shelves in the new building at the school after Christmas.

Brenda made a motion to donate $200 to St. Peter’s for the use of the building.  Connie second, motion passed.

Courtney would like to get a letterhead for LRC.  Connie will design something and bring it to the next meeting.

Courtney named Jake Cook as volunteer of the year.  The plaque has been ordered.

Connie reported that she called everyone again on the list to be nominated for officers.  She did not receive any calls back.  The new officers will be Courtney Nash, President; Roger Hall, Vice President; Connie Rankin, Corresponding Secretary; Brenda Bruning, Recording Secretary; Jim Stockman, Treasurer.

Courtney appointed Lou Ann Nash as Concession Stand Coordinator; Joe Ganley, Soccer Commissioner; Jim Stockman, Athletic Director.

Regarding scholarships, the budget cannot afford to supply two scholarships as in the past.  Connie made a motion to reduce the 2 current scholarships of $1,000 each to $500 each.  Brenda second, motion passed.  Brenda made a new motion to offer one scholarship to a boy and one scholarship to a girl for $500 each for 2010. Jim second, motion passed.  Scholarship applications are due on April 15, 2010.  

Connie will be sending out newsletters in early to mid-January.
