BASKETBALL

Jim reported games start this weekend, with the exception of the U-8 teams, which start in January. Teams have been practicing, uniforms have been handed out, contract has been signed with the refs.

CHEERLEADING

OLD BUSINESS

Courtney reported the sign frame has been built by Wally’s Iron Works.

Courtney reported the field reservation meeting will be on Tuesday, December 7 at 6:30 pm in the Browning Building at Pinecliff Park. Jim will be attending.

NEW BUSINESS

Tentative registration dates for spring sports are Monday, January 24; Wednesday, January 26; Tuesday, February 1. Snow date will be Wednesday, February 2 only if February 1 is cancelled. Sign-ups will be at Liberty Elementary from 6-8 pm.

Courtney reported the $40 rent is due for the post office box at Libertytown Post Office.

Discussion started about adding money to the bulk mail account so it is easier to send out the newsletters.  Connie made a motion to start an account at the Frederick Post Office of $100 for 3 mailings. Brenda second; motion passed.

Connie will mail a newsletter in mid-January.

Brenda made a motion to donate $200 to St. Peters for the use of the facility.  Jim second; motion passed.

Courtney reported that a check of $206.94 was received from the Division of Parole & Probation of the State of Maryland for reimbursement to damages of the shed at the school

Courtney also received a letter regarding John Berger, who is on probation until July 8, 2011, that he has been ordered to reimburse LRC of $490.13.

Courtney reported problems with the school badges and they have been sent in to repair and will be returned to Courtney tomorrow (Friday).

Courtney reported he has not found anyone to be LRC Vice President or Corresponding Secretary.

Courtney reported the Association of Rec Cpouncils met in November and had an Operational Handbook made up, which tells how to operate rec councils. Ballenger Creek Rec Council proposed changes in way the background checks are written now.  Specifically 7 items they want to change:

1st item -- if battery is a lesser crime than assault, it should move to the exception clause. LRC approves.

2nd item – if a person has open charges pending, they can still coach. LRC opposes.

3rd item – add board members and directors to get background checks.  LRC approves.

 4th item – change exceptions aspect of the policy to eliminate disclosures to parents of participants.  LRC approves.

5th item – change exceptions aspect of policy to be a coach instead of assistant coach.  LRC approves.

6th item – reduce exceptions section from 10 years to 7 years.  LRC approves.

7th item – identify any other misdemeanors that can be put into exception section of policy.  LRC opposes.

The next Association of Rec Council meeting will be sometime in March and we will hear what happens with these items in April.

Connie will deliver scholarship applications to Linganore, Walkersville and Urbana High Schools.  There will be two $500 scholarships, for one male and one female.
