Brenda second; motion passed.  The Lions Club would like to bring their trailer to cook and sell pizzas at the park with the proceeds going to LRC for the scoreboard.  Because of health department permits and issues, it was suggested that they cook and sell pizzas in the concession stand. Brenda made a motion that the Lions Club cook and sell pizzas in the concession stand at the park on a day that is agreeable to both LRC and Lions Club with the proceeds going towards the scoreboard.  Jim second; motion passed.

Jim gave printed envelopes to Courtney.

NEW BUSINESS

Courtney is looking into purchasing an external defibrillator for the park. Courtney talked with the fire chief and he directed him to a Frederick County Fire & Rescue person.  We are waiting to hear back from him and Courtney will bring information to the next meeting.
