WEBSITE

SOFTBALL

Jim reported that there are two teams – U-15, coached by Jim, and a U-10, coached by Mike Naill.  Games will start on 9/12/2010.  U-10 will play at 1 pm, U-15 will play at 4 pm, place not yet determined.

BASEBALL

Jim reported that there is a 7/8 rookie team coached by John Blankenship. There are 12 players and games will start on 9/12/2010.  Roger Hall will coach a 13/15 team. His games will start on 9/11/2010, with home games at the park. Roger has key to outside storage at the park. Jim also reported that a meeting was held where there was discussion about a county charter being formed. At this time, it is only rumor.

OLD BUSINESS

Courtney reported that the motion detector light has been installed at the building at the school.

Courtney received a letter from the Department of Public Safety & Correctional Services, Division of Parole & Probation, State of Maryland, regarding Nicholas Edwards, whose case has been closed. NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported that a waiver of liability section and an equal opportunity section must be included in our registration forms per county rules.  Jim will include his phone number as contact for anyone needing special accommodations.

Jim reported that rental fees have been raised for the use of Deer Crossing and Oakdale to an additional $5/hour.  He also reported that the basketball league wants to use the International Association of Approved Basketball Officials (IAABO) for refereeing all basketball games.  IAABO will coordinate all refs for all games. This results in a $720 increase of fees.   Discussion followed about raising our registration fees for basketball and cheerleading.  Jim made a motion that for the 2010/2011 basketball season, LRC will use IAABO basketball officials.  Connie second, motion passed.  Jim made a motion that registration fees for 2010/2011 basketball season be increased $10 per person; also, registration fees be increased $5 per person for the 2010/2011 cheerleading program and LRC will provide a hooded sweatshirt to each cheerleader.  Connie second, motion passed.
