PARKS & REC

Amy sent Jim the final rental application.  Fees went up from $15 to $25/hr. for rental.  Amy will check on this and get back to Jim.

OLD BUSINESS
Courtney gave a receipt to Jim regarding the water cooler to Roaring Spring.

Courtney reported that Jim Summers needed a letter from the BOE to the county permit office that the storage building at the school will be school property when it is completed.  We are still waiting to hear about it.

The concession stand at the park is very close to being done.  Instead of a chain being put up at the driveway area, 4 poles were installed.  Courtney received an estimate of $300-$400/month for April, May & June for the electricity at the park.  Discussion followed on how much LRC should pay or not pay for the electricity.  If we give any money, we may have to raise prices for sign ups.  Brenda made a motion to pay $50/month for April, May and June, for a total of $150.  Cathy second, motion passed.
Connie reported that she will manually type in all addresses for future newsletters.  She is waiting for Jim to update the list.  Christy asked for a copy of the list for mass emails to be sent.  Christy reported that Michelle Hobbs is interested in volunteering to keep the website updated.  Courtney expressed the need for dedication to the website as we are currently paying someone to keep it updated.  We are waiting for Michelle to attend a meeting so we can talk further with her about it.

Sign-ups will be held on Tuesday, September 15; Thursday, September 17; and Tuesday, September 22.  We will be there to help with the registrations.

NEW BUSINESS

Jim reported that the soccer goals for U-8 have been stolen.  New ones have been ordered.  There is a U-6, U-8, U-10, U-12 team.  All shirts have been ordered and pictures will be on October 8.  First game is September 12.  Connie asked if something could be done about the language used by the kids.  She reported having over heard some kids using language that was inappropriate.  Jim will discuss this with Joe.
Courtney went to the Lions Club meeting and received a $1,250 donation from them.  Thank you to the Lions Club!

Jim reported that there is a U-10 and U-15 fall softball league, which starts on September 13.  There is also a fall baseball league playing in Woodsboro with two U-10 teams.

BASKETBALL

Jim reported that Jake went to the MVBA meeting.  The league wants to make some changes.  One change is that the league wanted to change the rules for U-10 and U-12 to reflect more like the high school rules.  It will most likely be voted down.  Another change is the league is asking all organizations to order reversible jerseys.  The MVBA wants all referees to go to a 5-day training course.  It will be held one night per week over 5 weeks.  At  the end of it, the referees will then ref a tournament basketball game where they will be critiqued.  They will have to take a written test and if they pass, they will be certified to ref games.  There is another meeting at the end of the month where more discussion will take place.  Questions brought up were the possibility of refs not wanting to take the class, will they allow our refs to ref a game; will they bring in their own refs; possibility of removing all home games so our refs are not used.  Jim also reported that at the end of 8 games, the teams will be seeded for the tournament ; they will not reevaluate teams after 5 games.  Jim also said that we need sponsors.  Discussion followed on how to solicit for them.  Jim will put up signs at the registration asking for sponsorships.  For $250, the sponsor name will be put on the back of the shirt.  More discussion for sponsors at the next meeting.
