FROM THE PRESIDENT
The end of this year will mark the end of my tenth year as your president. It has been a rewarding experience and I’m thankful to have the opportunity to serve you.

I am also thankful for everyone who has volunteered for this organization, whether it being a coach or someone who has or is volunteering behind the scenes or has been or is an elected or appointed officer. Two current officers have held positions in this organization as long as I have and one of them has been here many, many years before me. I am proud and lucky to have had very good people serve as officers. I also want to congratulate all Volunteer of the Year Award winners. They worked hard to earn those.

When I took over as your president, I had a short list of goals but mainly I wanted us to provide quality and safe sports programs for our children. Of course there’s always one thing about goals, there never ending and every changing.

Here are some of the things we have done in the past 10 years. We added fire extinguishers to 3 buildings. And perhaps I think one of our greatest achievements, is the purchase of two Automatic External Defibrillators placed in the concessions stands. This is a very proactive stance taken by our organization and I thank all who voted for them.

As you can see, it takes a lot of money to keep this organization running. I want to thank all individuals and company’s who have donated money or services to us. We also started a way to donate in our newsletter. Using a standard business card size, you can advertise your business in our newsletter 1st time at $15.00, 2nd time at $25.00, and 3rd time at $30.00. We are also very fortunate to have The Libertytown-Unionville Lions Club as a continual sponsor to our organization. They donate a large sum of money to us every Spring. This year they have taken on an extra endeavor. They have raised funds to replace the scoreboard at the park on field #1 by holding a pancake breakfast at the fire hall and selling pizzas at the park. Again, we are very thankful to the Lions Club. Also, thanks to you if you supported them in these endeavors.
As you can see, we’ve made a lot of improvements over the past 10 years and there are things I would still like to see get done. One thing in particular is we need to increase meeting attendance and have people take an interest in officer positions. Attendance is down and office positions are vacant at this time. I’ve decided not to serve an eleventh term, so it is critical people get involved. I feel that by stepping down at the end of the year, it will give this organization new enthusiasm and new ideas by whoever takes over. These positions are not hard to do and don’t require a lot of time and can be fun to do. It would be sad to see our children having to play sports elsewhere outside of our community because of lack of volunteers. We have a quality program here and priced reasonably so lets volunteer for these positions and keep this program thriving. I will help any officer who wishes me to do so.
